NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Borough Council of the Borough of
Woodbury Heights, County of Gloucester and State of New Jersey, that Officer Joshua Moline
be and is hereby appointed as the Officer-In-Charge of the Borough of Woodbury Heights Police
Department, which appointment shall be effective upon the retirement of the Chief of Police,
